5. That on the instruction of the Applicant, I have filed an application for the enforcement of his fundamental rights on Friday, 8th April, 2016.
6.  That this application pertains to the fundamental rights of the Applicant to life.
7. That if this suit is not heard and determined timeously, the Applicant might lose his life as he is in a very precarious medical condition.
8. That this matter deserves to be attended to expeditiously.
9. That the Respondents will not be damnified if this application is urgently heard and determined by this Honorable court.
10. That it will be in the interest of justice if this suit is accorded an accelerated hearing.
11. That I depose to this affidavit conscientiously and in good faith believing same to be true and correct in accordance with the Oaths Act Cap O1 LFN 2004.
